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More than 20 years have passed since coffee cultivation in Mae Chantai Village began, with coffee

seedlings replacing poppy production. As the coffee trees were

getting old and production was gradually decreasing, it was necessary to plant new seedlings. In addition, by
planting Gesha (Panama origin) seedlings, one of the world's finest coffee varieties, and replacing old coffee
trees, Mae Chan Thai Village will be able to produce high-quality coffee that will compete for first or second
place in Thailand in the future. We have decided to donate Gesha seedlings with the hope that the area will
become a place where delicious and high quality coffee can be produced. Seedlings were distributed to all 40
families with a quota of 100 per family. In reality, it will take at least several years for these seedlings to start
producing coffee beans in earnest, but it is important for all villagers to unite and work together to improve
their incomes and living standards. Therefore, it was of great significance for GIAPSA to provide support.
