Date: January 13-14, 2024
Activities: A coffee bean picking study tour to Mae Chanthai Village, Chiang Rai Province, Thailand
was held and completed successfully.

The first study tour of 2024 was held in Mae Chan Thai Village from January 13th to 14th for two days
and one night.

This time, since it was coffee bean picking season, we had an opportunity to volunteer to help coffee
farmers to hand-pick coffee beans.

There were 25 people in total, including 2 high school students, 4 university students, and 4 people
who came from Japan to Thailand for this purpose.

Most of the participants live in Bangkok and are regulars or supporters of Akha Mae Chan Tai Coffee
Shop in Bangkok, which our organization (GIAPSA) supports.

Approximately 80% of the participants were Japanese, but there were also British and Thai
participants.

In the morning, the temperature dropped to around 13 degrees, and we could see a sea of clouds from
the village square at an altitude of 1,400 meters.

Ezo cherry blossoms were in full bloom. Participants learned about the process of coffee cultivation
and post-harvest processing, as well as the process of threshing and roasting coffee beans.

In addition, at night, villagers dance traditional Akha dance around a campfire.

The participants were able to learn the life of the villagers. There were no injuries nor illnesses, and
everyone was satisfied and had a memorable and fulfilling experience.
